	Possible Council Name Change ???

	During recent Council meetings, there has been a small amount of discussion concerning the possibility of changing the Council’s official name from “Fallon Council” to something else.

Article I, Section 1 of the Council’s By-Laws currently states:  “This Council shall be known as Fallon Council, No 4828, Knights of Columbus.”  Therefore, in order to change our name, it would require a corresponding amendment to the By-Laws.

Amendments to the By-Laws are described in Article IX, Section 1.  This section states, “ These By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting at a regular business meeting held subsequent to a regular business meeting at which a resolution in writing providing for such amendment shall have been read and notice of the proposed amendment shall have been given to the members in writing or in the Council publication at least five days prior to the second meeting.”
