	Respect Life News
(Extracted, in part, from various articles found at www.lifenews.com)

Many pro-life issues have been in the news lately.  Among them is the fact that Mississippi Gov. Haley Barbour has signed a bill that would prohibit abortions in the state should the Supreme Court ever overturn Roe v. Wade.  Anyone who would do an illegal abortion if the law goes into effect would be sentenced to as much as 10 years in prison.  Unfortunately, abortion would still be allowed in some specific circumstances, such as rape.  Another part of the bill, which would become law on 1 July, 2007, would also require abortion businesses to allow women considering an abortion to see an ultrasound beforehand.
Mississippi is the eighth state to enact legislation relating to ultrasounds and abortion, joining Alabama, Arkansas, Indiana, Michigan, Oklahoma, Utah, and Wisconsin, which all have current laws that provide women the opportunity to review ultrasound footage before having an abortion.  Idaho also has a similar ultrasound bill currently awaiting their Governor's signature, and similar bills have also recently been overwhelmingly passed in one house in each of the legislatures in South Carolina and Georgia. 
In Texas, Sen. Dan Patrick, a state legislator has proposed his own idea on how to reduce the number of abortions in the state. Under his legislative proposal, the state would pay women $500 apiece who choose adoption over abortion.  Sen. Patrick says the proposal would provide more incentive for women to opt against an abortion.  He stated, "We want that lady to have an incentive that makes her stop and think about having an abortion and that gives her a reason to put her baby up for adoption.  My goal is to save as many babies as we possibly can."

In Arkansas, the state House has approved a measure that would help women avoid being forced or pressured to have an abortion. The bill would require abortion businesses in the state to tell women that it is illegal for someone else -- including a husband, boyfriend or parent -- to coerce them into having an abortion.

	Annual Membership Dues and Bishop’s Seminarian Raffle Tickets

At this time, only 67% of our annual membership dues have been collected, plus ten individuals still haven’t paid their 2006 dues.  If you are one of the 30+ members who still have not submitted your dues, please get them in as soon as possible.  They were due at the beginning of January so your quick response will be appreciated.  For reference, regular membership dues are $30.00 and Honorary member dues are $10.00. In addition, we are currently in the process of selling tickets for the annual Seminarian Education Fund Raffle. Beneficiaries…Who Do You Love?

It will soon be Valentine’s Day.  Do you know who the beneficiary is on your life insurance policy?  It would be a wise idea to find out – and update your beneficiary if necessary.  As your K of C agent, I can help you do that.

Life Insurance 101

	Governments Must Respect Conscience Rights,

Anderson Tells Pontifical Academy for Life (3/7/07)
Vatican Address Focuses on Need for Codifying Rights of Conscience  

Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson and Pope Benedict XVI.  Catholic politicians and individuals must be true to their Christian consciences and governments must respect their right to do so, Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson told the Pontifical Academy for Life on Feb. 24.

With healthcare and adoption providers sometimes facing the stark choice of violating their consciences or finding new employment, the Supreme Knight concluded that today “there is a real need for a codified, universal right to conscience.”

Mr. Anderson cited both the historical experience of St. Thomas More, who was martyred for his conscientious stand against Henry VIII of England, and current threats to persons of conscience – for instance when healthcare workers and pharmacists are pressured to provide procedures or drugs that destroy a life or adoption services are forced to place children with individuals whose lifestyle they find morally objectionable.

Its affiliates, known as councils, are largely parish-based and provide regular support to their local church and community.

He was ordained on December 22, 1877 and was assigned to St. Mary’s Church, New Haven, CT.  In the fall of 1881 this spirited Priest gathered  a group  of men in the  basement of  St.  Mary’s  Church to 
	discuss the needs of the young and the underprivileged.  On March 29, 1882, at the age of 29, Fr. McGivney founded the Knights of Columbus. For several months before his death, he had been battling tuberculosis. At the age of 38, this young priest died.  Let us honor and pray for this “man of the people” in hopes that in 2007 the Holy See is open to the cause for the canonization of the Servant of God, our Founder, Father Michael J. McGivney.
